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Troop 1 Historian Commitment Agreement

The Troop Historian collects and preserves troop photographs, news stories, trophies, flags, scrapbooks, awards, and other memorabilia. He might also collect and organize information about former Scouts and leaders and make materials available for Scouting activities, media contacts, and troop history projects.

The Troop Historian reports to the Assistant Senior Patrol Leader.

Troop One has a rich History, the position of Troop Historian has an extra deep responsibility here in Troop One. Learn that History, record it as it happens before you. Bring it to life and share it with the troop.

• Bring in and hang or display a historic photograph or board or Scrapbook and talk about troop history at regular Troop meetings.

•Take photographs of Troop activities and archive them or make them available by displaying them on the web via e-mail or at a Troop meeting.

• Bring it life, at least once per month make a one minute “Troop Historian’s Minute” presentation during a regular troop meeting.

• Setup graphics, history books and man a table at a court of Honor. Answer questions and present troop history to parents, fellow scouts, and visitors.

• Talk with past Troop Historians or Past Troop Scout Leaders or Past Scouts about Troop History. Bring that information back to the troop.
